Exercise 17-9

1. Continue from Exercise 17-8 or start AutoCAD.

2. Start a new drawing from scratch or use a decimal-unit template of your
choice. Save the drawing as EX17-9.

3. Set up appropriate layers, including a layer for dimensions.

4. Draw the view shown in Figure 17-23. The diameter of the circle is 19. The
radius of the arcs is 13.

5. Use an appropriate dimension style and the QDIM command to dimension the
view as shown in Figure 17-23C. Select all objects and use the Remove option
of the Edit option to deselect points as needed.

6. Resave and close the file.

7. Keep AutoCAD open for the chapter review and problems, or exit AutoCAD if

necessary.
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
