 2. Start a new drawing from scratch or use a decimal-unit template of your 

choice. Save the drawing as EX3-5A. 

 3. If dynamic input is on, turn it off by picking the Dynamic Input button on the 

status bar. If needed, select the Dynamic Input option in the status bar 

Customization flyout to add the Dynamic Input button to the status bar. 

 4. Use the LINE command to draw an object with the coordinates given in the 

following table.
