Monofilament MultifilamentSpun

Made by using short, natural 

fibers or manufactured fibers 

cut to staple lengths. Spun 

yarns have surfaces because 

some of the fiber ends stick 

out, creating a fuzzy look.

Multifilament yarns are made 

from 5 to 100 filaments spun 

into yarns that tend to be 

stronger and more durable.

Monofilament yarns are 

made from a single filament. 

Silk is the only natural  

filament fiber that can be 

made into monofilament yarn.
